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A. TERMS/SCOPE
By signing the account opening application, you accept to be bound by the 
terms and conditions contained herein and any further instructions and 
conditions that may be prescribed by the Bank from time to time.

B. YOUR ACCOUNT
You will assume full responsibility for the genuineness, correctness and 
validity of all endorsements appearing on all cheques, orders, bills, notes, 
negotiable instruments and other instruments deposited in your account.

The bank will not be responsible for any loss of funds deposited with the 
bank arising from any future Government order, law, levy tax embargo, 
moratorium, exchange restriction or any other cause beyond its control.

Your account may be debited for any service charge that is set by the Bank 
from time to time.

All notices or letters will be sent to the address supplied by you and will 
be considered duly delivered and received at the time it is delivered or seven 
days after posting.

The Bank will not be liable for funds handed over to members of its staff 
other than cashiers and Tellers. Any anomaly in the entries on your Bank 
statements must be brought to the attention of the Bank within 30 days of 
the date thereof and you agree that failure to give such notice absolves the 
Bank from all liabilities arising thereof. The bank may exercise its general 
lien or any similar right it is entitled to including the right to combine and 
consolidate all or any of your accounts with the bank, and the right to 
set off or transfer any sum or sums standing to the credit of any one or 
more of such accounts against liabilities in any other account (including 
joint accounts).

C. CHEQUES
All cheques or other instruments signed by you (or either or both of you  
if a joint account) will be processed by the Bank and your account will  
be debited for such cheques whether such account be for the time being  
in credit or overdrawn or may become over-drawn in consequence of  
such debit.

The Bank is under no obligation to honour any cheque drawn on your 
account unless there are sufficient funds in the account to cover the value 
of the said cheques and such cheques may be returned unpaid.

The bank may exercise its discretion in allowing withdrawals against 
uncleared cheque(s). Where the cheques are returned unpaid thereafter 
the Bank shall have the right to hold on to the  returned cheque and take 
further action it deems appropriate to recover the value of the cheque 
from you. The Bank shall have the right whenever it deems appropriate to 
confirm the issuance of a cheque drawn on the current account failing 
which the cheque may be returned with ‘Drawer’s Confirmation Required’ 
endorsed thereon.

You must ensure that your cheque book is kept in a safe place to prevent 
unauthorized persons from gaining access to same as failure to do so may 
be a ground for any consequential loss being charged to your account.

If your cheque book gets lost, missing or stolen you must notify the  
Bank immediately. The Bank shall not be liable for any unauthorized  
use of your cheque book where the loss or otherwise of same was not 
reported immediately. 

D. OVERDRAWN ACCOUNT
Overdrafts may be available to customers upon arrangement with the 
Bank. If you do not have such arrangement, the bank may in its discretion, 
honour a cheque even though such account may become overdrawn in 
consequence thereof.

In such a case, you agree to repay the overdraft within 7 days, and bear 
the extra fee and interest at our current rate for unauthorized borrowing 
for the period that the account shall remain in debit.  If your account does 
not have enough cleared funds to cover an amount you want to draw we 
reserve the right to return your cheque unpaid.

The Bank reserves the right to use credit balances in your current account 
to set off any outstanding exposures on any of your accounts.

E. PAYING INTEREST
You will be liable to pay interest at the rate fixed by the Bank from time to 
time on any sum (s) outstanding on your current account. Your current 
account may also be debited for the Bank’s usual banking charges, 
interest, commissions, etc.

F. SMS ALERTS
Where requested, the Bank may provide SMS alerts or other similar service 
to provide information on transactions. The service is provided ‘as 
available’ and without any warranty of fitness for a specific purpose.  
We do not warrant that this service will always be uninterrupted, or 
that any information provided is accurate and current as at the time it is 
received. The Bank disclaims responsibility for any defect, corruption, virus 
or related problems attributed to your telecom equipment or the service 
provided by any network provider.

G. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT
Either party may terminate this agreement at any time by notifying the 
other in writing.

Where you are terminating the agreement, the termination becomes 
effective after any cheques drawn on the account or outstanding on it 
have been paid; and all cheque books and cards issued to you have been 
sent back to the Bank. Where the Bank is terminating the agreement  
and your account is overdrawn, you must pay all sums outstanding  
on the account otherwise the Bank may take appropriate legal action  
for recovery. 

All mandatory documentation should be completed within three (3) 
months of opening the account. If you do not provide the required 
documents within three (3) months, your account will be automatically 
closed after prior written notice to you.
